Crowns
vary (Montana Peak, Diamond Pinch, Derby, Gambler, High Dome, OK).
No Tom Mix or Hollywood shapes

Shotguns OK (Batwing chaps first appeared around the turn of the
century)

Black or Dark-Brown 18” tops (Edges of soles and heels should be black)
If boots have pull on holes, pants to be worn on the outside. No roper
lacers or pointed toed boots.

.45 Caliber, .44-.40, & .38 Caliber pistols preferred
No cap and ball

No Buscadero Rig

No Tie down holsters

Riding cuffs (dated around the turn of the century)
Spurs

Gloves, Gauntlets, (no fingerless gloves)

Pocket Watches and chains with trinkets

Sleeve garters

No Zippers, snaps that show, Blue Denim or Belt Loops
